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Introduction

Amendments to the Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System of the
Customs Co-operation Council will enter into force at New Year. The Harmonized System was
adopted for use in international trade in accordance with an international agreement which was
made on the initiative of the Council on 14 June 1983. The agreement entered into force with
regard to members on 1 January 1988 and Iceland was among the founding members.

The agreement aims at facilitating international trade and the collection, comparison and
analysis of statistical data thereon. In the background there was also the request by governments
for detailed listing of goods for customs and statistical purposes and the importance of exact and
comparable information for the making of international trade agreements.

Similar to most nations with which Iceland has trade, the Harmonized System was adopted
by this country on 1 January 1988 and was subsequently amended in accordance with Council
decisions thereafter.

Since the last revision of the Harmonized System was completed and amendments made in
2002, a committee under the auspices of the Customs Co-operation Council, the Harmonized
System Committee, has been engaged in revising the System. The role of the Committee is, inter
alia, to make recommendations regarding amendments to the Harmonized System which may be
desirable in view of the need of its users, technological progress, environmental considerations
and changes in international trade modes. Amendments recommended by the Committee were
approved on the recommendation of the Customs Co-operation Council on 26 June 2004 with 1
January 2007 as the date of entry into force. This is the third major revision of the System since it
was adopted in 1983.

The amendments which will be now incorporated into the customs tariffs of countries party
to the agreement reflect the aims which should be the guidelines for the Harmonized System
Committee in revising and improving the Commaodity Description and Coding System. There are
considerable changes involved as 29 headings (first four digits of a heading) are abolished as well
as 203 subheadings (first six digits of a heading). These changes are reflected by amendments to
the Icelandic Customs Tariff as of 1 January 2007 when 833 tariff headings will be abolished and
720 new tariff headings will be adopted. The total number of tariff headings after the change will
be 8,077 but is now 8,190.

Said amendments to the Commodity Description and Coding System of the Customs Co-
operation Council as well as other amendments to sub-headings due to domestic statistical
requirements are stipulated in Notice No. 142/2006, amending Annex | to the Customs Law No.
88/2006, as subsequently amended, entering into force on 1 January 2007. Said law and notices on
amendments to the Customs Tariff in Annex I to the Customs Law are to be found in Section A of
Stjérnartidindi (the Government Gazette). Regarding the Customs Law a reference is made to the
Customs Manual .
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Amendments to the Customs Tariff according to the aforementioned Notice and Notice No.
141/2005 (Section A of Stjornartidindi (the Government Gazette), date of entry into force 1.
January 2006) have been incorporated into the text of the Customs Tariff and are identified by
brackets as well as footnote references to the provisions of the notice where appropriate and a
reference to the date of entry into force of the amendments.

In the introduction to the Customs Tariff published in 1992 the following was stated with
regard to its setup and origin:

“Since 1963 imported goods have for customs purposes been classified in accordance with
the Nomenclature of the Customs Co-operation Council. This Nomenclature was based on the
Convention on Nomenclature for the Classification of Goods in Customs Tariffs, done in Brussels
in 1950, and was originally referred to as the Brussels Nomenclature. From the time a customs
tariff based on this model was taken into use in this country in 1963, various amendments have
been made to the Icelandic tariff in order to keep it in conformity with the international tariff
model. Thus considerable changes were enacted by the Customs Tariff Law No. 120/1976 and by
law No. 82/1978 which amended that law.

During the last decade the Customs Co-operation Council in Brussels has been working on
the preparation of a system for classifying goods which would replace the Council’s present
nomenclature. This work brought about the International Convention on the Harmonized
Commodity Description and Coding System, hereafter referred to as the Harmonized System,
which on behalf of the Customs Co-operation Council was presented for signatures on 14 June
1983. A protocol of amendment to this convention was done on 24 June 1986 providing that the
convention should enter into force on 1 January 1988 and that as of that date the Harmonized
System would be used by the member states in the classification of goods in customs tariffs.

The Convention on the Harmonized System was signed on behalf of Iceland on 10 January
1985, cf. Notice No. 25/1987 in Section C of Stjoérnartidindi (the Government Gazette). Law No.
96/1987, amending the Customs Law No. 55/1987, stipulated that the Harmonized System’s rules
for the classification of goods should enter into force in this country on 1 January 1988 with
regard to the customs clearance of imported and exported goods.

In the Harmonized System goods are classified in 1300 headings (in 97 chapters), each
heading being identified by four numerical digits. A further division provides for the possibility of
classifying goods in over 5000 subheadings, each subheading having six numerical digits
somewhat similar to the Icelandic customs tariff according to the Customs Tariff Law No.
120/1976. The adoption of the Harmonized System called for various textual changes in notes to
sections, chapters and headings, which in many ways changed the classification of goods from
what it was before.

In order to be able to obtain necessary statistical information and for levying import duties
as well as for reasons of computerized processing of information contained in import declarations
and export declarations, it proved necessary to divide the aforementioned subheadings with two
additional digits. Thus the Icelandic tariff headings now consist of EIGHT NUMERICAL DIGITS
instead of six. When the seventh and eighth digits are 00 a special subdivision has not been
necessary, but in other cases there is a special Icelandic subdivision, cf. the fifth and sixth digit in
earlier customs tariffs. All these changes should in the future lead to a more detailed classification
of goods in international trade and to more accurate comparison of statistical information.”
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As stated here below goods must at customs clearance be classified in import and export
declarations in accordance with the Customs Tariff published here. In other respects the following
are instructions regarding its use:

I Export
The exportation of goods from Iceland is generally duty free, i. e. neither duties nor other
export charges are levied on exported goods.
Provisions regarding export charges, cf. law No. 58/1981, were abrogated by law No.
44/1990.

Il Import
Columns marked A cover ad valorem duties applicable to all imported goods unless
otherwise determined in columns marked E. Columns marked E cover ad valorem duties
applicable to goods imported into the country in accordance with provisions of the Agreement on
the European Economic Area. For special customs treatment in accordance with various free trade
agreements to which Iceland is a party a reference is made to the relevant agreement. Columns
marked Al cover quantitative duties of kr/kg in Chapters 1 to 25, with the exception that in

Chapter 6 the quantitative duties are specified as kr/pcs.

111 Customs Service Portal and Web Customs Tariff -
general information on customs clearance

Attention is drawn to a new information medium introduced in the website of the
Directorate of Customs, the Customs Service Portal, which is designed for the requirements of
companies engaged in imports and exports. With the Customs Service Portal various information
may be brought forth which concern companies using the customs clearance system of the
Directorate of Customs. Such information covers, inter alia:

- information on a company’s consignments of goods and their status in the customs
clearance system,

- clearance and credit authorizations of a company

- amount of import charges credited and their due date of payment

- balance of import charges

Access has also been opened to a Web Customs Tariff contained in a data bank. In the
Customs Tariff it is possible to search for tariff headings or text and display immediately
information on duties and charges as well as information on permits, prohibitions and other
particulars connected with a tariff heading.

The Customs Tariff is open to everyone without charge, but access to the Customs Service
Portal is sold in accordance with a rate list.

At new year older Customs Service Portal Systems will be cancelled (Customs Service
Portal through terminal emulator and Customs Service Portal through the data center of SKYRR).
Companies using these systems are urged to apply for the new Customs Service Portal in time.

The website of the Directorate of Customs also contains Customs Manual | covering laws,
regulations and other published instructions on customs matters and Customs Manual Il - the
Customs Tariff in PDF format. It furthermore contains instructions on customs declarations for
imports and exports, rules of origin according to the EEA agreement and other free trade
agreements and various useful information for travellers as well as the Customs Law in Icelandic
and English. The content of the website manuals is updated as soon as laws, regulations and other
published instructions on customs matters enter into force.
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It should be pointed out that this web publication is for the purpose of aiding those
implementing the Customs Law, as well as for those who want to acquaint themselves with the
Customs Tariff and its implementation. Any errors which may occur have no legal validity.

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Rate Columns of the Customs Tariff

Columns A and Al of the Customs Tariff are applicable to all imported goods unless
special provisions are made therefor in Column E. Column E of the Customs Tariff is applicable
to goods imported in accordance with provisions of the Agreement on the European Economic
Area. The Minister is authorized under the conditions provided for in the Agreement or in other
free trade agreements or international agreements, to stipulate special customs treatment for goods
classified in Chapters 1 to 24 of the Customs Tariff.

General Rules for the Interpretation of the
Customs Tariff

Classification of goods in the Nomenclature shall be governed by the following principles:

1. The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for ease of reference only;

for legal purposes, classification shall be determined according to the terms of the headings

and any relative Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such headings or Notes do not
otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

2. (&) Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to include a reference to that
article incomplete or unfinished, provided that, as presented, the incomplete or
unfinished article has the essential character of the complete or finished article. It
shall also be taken to include a reference to that article complete or finished (or falling
to be classified as complete or finished by virtue of this Rule), presented unassembled
or dissassembled.

(b) Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be taken to include a
reference to mixtures or combinations of that material or substance with other
materials or substances. Any reference to goods of a given material or substance shall
be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or partly of such material
or substance. The classification of goods consisting of more than one material or
substance shall be according to the principles of Rule 3.

3. When by application of Rule 2 (b) or for any other reason, goods are, prima facie,

classifiable under two or more headings, classification shall be effected as follows:

(@) The heading which provides the most specific description shall be preferred to
headings providing a more general description. However, when two or more headings
each refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in mixed or composite

goods or to part only of the items in a set put up for retail sale, those headings are to
be regarded as equally specific in relation to those goods, even if one of them gives a
more complete or precise description of the goods.

Mixture, composite goods consisting of different materials or made up of different
components, and goods put up in sets for retail sale, which cannot be classified by
reference to 3 (a), shall be classified as if they consisted of the material or component
which gives them their essential character, insofar as this criterion is applicable.

When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3 (a) or 3 (b), they shall be classified
under the heading which occurs last in numerical order among those which equally
merit consideration.

Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above Rules shall be classified
under the heading appropriate to they goods to which they are most akin.

In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall apply in respect of the
goods referred to therein:

(@)

(b)

Camera cases, musical instrument cases, gun cases, drawing instrument cases,
necklace cases and similar containers, specially shaped or fitted to contain a specific
article or set of articles, suitable for long-term use and presented with the articles for
which the are intended, shall be classified with such articles when of a kind normally
sold therewith. This Rule does not, however, apply to containers which give the
whole its essential character;

Subject to the provisions of Rule 5 (a) above, packing materials and packing
containers presented with the goods therein shall be classified with the goods if they
are of a kind normally used for packing such goods. However, this provision is not
binding when such packing materials or packing containers are clearly suitable for
repetitive use.

For legal purposes, the classification of goods in the subheadings of a heading shall be
determined according to the terms of those subheadings and any related Subheading Notes
and, mutatis mutandis, to the above Rules, on the understanding that only subheadings at
the same level are comparable. For the purposes of this Rule the relative Section and
Chapter Notes also apply, unless the context otherwise requires.

Live animals; animal products

Any reference in this Section to a particular genus or species of an animal, except where
the context otherwise requires, includes a reference to the young of that genus or species.

2. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the Nomenclature any reference to
“dried” products also covers products which have been dehydrated, evaporated or freeze-
dried.

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Section IV

directly by compression or by the addition of a binder in a proportion not exceeding 3 % by
weight.

Chapter 16
Preparations of meat, of fish or of crustaceans,
molluscs or other aquatic invertebrates

This Chapter does not cover meat, meat offal, fish, crustaceans, molluscs or other aquatic
invertebrates, prepared or preserved by the processes specified in Chapter 2 or 3 or heading
0504.

Food preparations fall in this Chapter provided that they contain more than 20 % by weight
of sausage, meat, meat offal, blood, fish or crustaceans, molluscs or other aquatic
invertebrates, or any combination thereof. In cases where the preparation contains two or
more of the products mentioned above, it is classified in the heading of Chapter 16
corresponding to the component or components which predominate by weight. These
provisions do not apply to the stuffed products of heading 1902 or to the preparations of
heading 2103 or 2104.

Subheading Notes.

1.

For the purposes of subheading 1602.10, the expression “homogenised preparations”
means preparations of meat, meat offal or blood, finely homogenised, put up for retail sale
as infant food or for dietetic purposes, in containers of a net weight content not exceeding
250 g. For the application of this definition no account is to be taken of small quantities of
any ingredients which may have been added to the preparation for seasoning, preservation
or other purposes. These preparations may contain a small quantity of visible pieces of
meat or meat offal. This subheading takes precedence over all other subheadings of
heading 1602.

The fish and crustaceans specified in the subheadings of heading 1604 or 1605 under their
common names only, are of the same species as those mentioned in Chapter 3 under the
same name.

For the purposes of heading 2009, the expression “juices, unfermented and not containing

added spirit” means juices of an alcoholic strength by volume (see Note 2 to Chapter 22)

not exceeding 0.5 % vol.

Chapter 25
Salt; sulphur; earths and stone; plastering materials, lime
and cement

Except where their context or Note 4 to this Chapter otherwise requires, the headings of

this Chapter cover only products which are in the crude state or which have been washed

(even with chemical substances eliminating the impurities without changing the structure of

the product), crushed, ground, powdered, levigated, sifted, screened, concentrated by

flotation, magnetic separation or other mechanical or physical processes (except
crystallisation), but not products which have been roasted, calcined, obtained by mixing or
subjected to processing beyond that mentioned in each heading.

The products of this Chapter may contain an added anti-dusting agent, provided that
such addition does not render the product particularly suitable for specific use rather than
for general use.

(e) The products mentioned in (a), (b) or (c) above dissolved in other solvents provided
that the solution constitutes a normal and necessary method of putting up these
products adopted solely for reasons of safety or for transport and that the solvent does
not render the product particularly suitable for specific use rather than for general use;

(g) The products mentioned in (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) or (f) above with an added anti-dusting

This Chapter does not cover:
(a) Edible mixtures or preparations of animal or vegetable fats or oils of a kind used as
mould release preparations (heading 1517);
(b) Separate chemically defined compounds; or
(c) Shampoos, dentifrices, shaving creams and foams, or bath preparations, containing
soap or other organic surface-active agents (heading 3305, 3306 or 3307).
For the purposes of heading 3401, the expression “soap” applies only to soap soluble in
water. Soap and the other products of heading 3401 may contain added substances (for
example, disinfectants, abrasive powders, fillers or medicaments). Products containing
abrasive powders remain classified in heading 3401 only if in the form of bars, cakes or
moulded pieces or shapes. In other forms they are to be classified in heading 3405 as
“scouring powders and similar preparations”.
For the purposes of heading 3402, “organic surface-active agents” are products which
when mixed with water at a concentration of 0.5 % at 20 °C and left to stand for one hour
at the same temperature:
(@) give a transparent or translucent liquid or stable emulsion without separation of
insoluble matter; and
(b) reduce the surface tension of water to 4.5 x 102 N/m (45 dyne/cm) or less.
In heading 3403 the expression “petroleum oils and oils obtained from bituminous
minerals” applies to the products defined in Note 2 to Chapter 27.
In heading 3404, subject to the exclusions provided below, the expression “artificial waxes
and prepared waxes” applies only to:
[(a)]*"® Chemically produced organic products of a waxy character, whether or not water-
soluble;
[(b)]1"® Products obtained by mixing different waxes;
[(c)]*"7 Products of a waxy character with a basis of one or more waxes and containing fats,
resins, mineral substances or other materials.
